
 HART TO HARTT SUPPLEMENT

Samuel Hart Jr. (1698- ) 

(Samuel, Samuel, Isaac)  

Samuel Jr born in Lynn, the section that is 

now Lynnfield, Oct. 30, 1698, second son of 

Capt. Samuel and Sarah (Endicott) Hart, 

married Hepsibar Eaton, born Aug. 28, 

1712, in Lynn, daughter of William Eaton 

Jr., and wife Mary. 

Mr. Hart resided in Lynn, and about 1752 

removed to Lunenburg, Mass. as shown by 

deeds thus: " I, Joseph Eaton of Lynn, 

Mass., Gentleman, For 250 Pounds Paid by 

Samuel Hart of Lynn, yeoman, Sell land 

lying in Lunenburg, county of Worcester, 

Mass., 50 acres, dated 7th day of November, 

1752. Signed Joseph Eaton." 

Recorded at Worcester, Mass., book 38, 

page 531. 

 Another deed: "I, Joseph Eaton of Lynn, for 

25 Pounds Paid by Samuel Hart Jr., the son 

of Samuel Hart and his wife Hepsibar Hart, 

of Lynn, land in Narragansett Township, 

county of Worcester, Mass. Dated 5th day of 

August, 1754. Signed Joseph Eaton." 

Recorded at Worcester, Mass., book 40, 

page 83. 

Administration of Samuel Hart's estate, 

Lunenburg, Mass., was granted to Joseph 

Eaton of Lynn. He was appointed by 

Hepsibar Hart, widow of Samuel Hart, date 

Dec. 28, 1758.

Tabitha was a daughter of Samuel Hart and 

Hepsibar Eaton born abt 1740 in Lunenberg, 

Worcester County, Mass.  Died abt 1809.  

She married Jonathan Stedman Sept 8, 1761 

in Lunenberg, Worcester County, MA.  

They were married by Edmund Harwell, JP.   

After 1764 she married John Rand.

was born in Bennington, Bennington County 

VT about 1803.  Two daughters were named 

Louise.  One must have died at birth.  They 

had twin sons, and one died as an infant and 

the surviving son was born in Hocking 

Valley, Athens County, OH. and died in 

New Orleans, Orleans Paris about 1820.

Christopher Columbus Rand (1800- 1865) 

cvx  Samuel, Isaac,  

 

Christopher was born in Rutland, VT 1800 

to Lucy and William Rand.  He  married 

Nancy McArthur Pines, born Lexington, 

KY, 1820 in Charleston, Kanawha County, 

VA/now West Virginia.  They were one of 

the first families to be wed in Kanawha 

Presbyterian Church. About 1824.  They had 

a very large family.  Columbus was in the 

salt manufacture and distribution business 

with other founders and settlers of the 

Kanawha Valley.  He had several children in  

Charleston VA now West Virginia and then 

took his family to Iowa via Maysville, KY.  

He removed back to Virginia which had 
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recently stayed with the Union and been 

separated to make West Virginia and he died 

there in 1865, either right after the War or 

during the end of it.  (Sharon Gates recently 

visited Columbus and Lucy’s grave, as well 

as Virginia Rand’s grave)
